Competitive Symposia
Symposia include 4-5 papers that relate to a single topic.  Each paper must be submitted as an individual abstract to the coordinator.  The abstracts may describe completed research or research in progress with a discussion of methodological considerations, a synthesis of related literature or other research topics of relevance.  Abstracts must include: Purpose, theoretical/conceptual framework, subjects, method and results and conclusions, as applicable.  The symposium title must be included with the submission.

Following the final selection of 4-5 abstracts, the coordinator organizes the selected abstracts into a symposium and submits them to MNRS Headquarters electronically.  The deadline date for submission of abstracts for competitive symposia is August 1st.

The competitive symposium submission to MNRS must include:

· Name of the Moderator

· Contact information for each Presenter

· 300 word abstract with title and presenter name

· The focus of the symposium (50 words or less)

· The name(s) of the research section(s) submitting the proposal

Please note:  A sub committee of the Program Planning Committee will review all competitive symposia.  An abstract submitted as part of a competitive symposium will not undergo further review for individual presentation if the symposium is accepted.  Only the organizer of the symposium will be notified of acceptance or non-acceptance.  It is the organizers responsibility to notify all other participants of the outcome of the reviewers’ decision.  Notification of acceptance will be sent in early August.  Accepted competitive symposium presenters must then submit their abstract into the on-line submission system no later than September 15th.
