Annie 
Griffiths Belt
Giving Back: How 
Photographers 
Can Make a 
Difference
When faced with the 
sheer magnitude 
of global need, most of us feel overwhelmed. 
How can we possibly make a difference? Annie 
Griffiths Belt believes that if all of us can search 
inside ourselves for a little acorn of time or 
passion or ability, and find creative ways to 
offer that gift, a forest begins to grow. Annie’s 
personal acorn is photography, so she decided to 
seek out ways that her images could help others. 
She had been privileged to see magnificent 
things in her travels, but other sights made her 
feel sad and helpless. That needed to change. 
She wanted her photographs to be used to raise 
awareness, as well as to tell stories. In this 
presentation, she will show how she is using her 
acorn.
Minneapolis native Annie Griffiths Belt has 
photographed dozens of magazine and book 
projects for the National Geographic Society, 
including National Geographic magazine stories 
on subjects from the Badlands to Israel and 
England’s Lake District. Her work is featured 
in the book National Geographic Women 
Photographers and in periodicals worldwide. 
A member of the International League of 
Conservation Photographers (ILCP), she has 
donated photographs to numerous environmental 
causes and, in addition to her conservation work, 
she spends a portion of each year photographing 
for aid organizations. She has served as photo 
editor for more than a dozen book projects. With 
a grant from the Society’s Expeditions Council, 
Belt and renowned author Barbara Kingsolver 
created Last Stand: America’s Virgin Lands, a 
book celebrating the last pristine wilderness 
in North America. Proceeds from the book have 
raised more than a quarter of a million dollars 
for land conservation grants. Her most recent 
book, a memoir of her photographic career, is 
titled A Camera, Two Kids and a Camel.

Phil Borges
Documenting 
Issues and 
Solutions
For more than 25 
years Phil Borges 
has documented 
indigenous and 
tribal cultures 
around the world. Through his projects, he 
strives to heighten the understanding of issues 
faced by people in the developing world. While 
Phil’s work is intended to bring attention to 
environmental and socio-economic problems, his 
documentary projects focus on the individuals 
who are working to solve or rise above these 
issues. In his keynote presentation, Phil will 
relate the cultural and logistical production 
hurdles he deals with in creating his projects. 
He will also explain how he partners with non-
governmental organizations to help produce and 
distribute his books, exhibits and multimedia 
pieces. 
Phil Borges’s photographs are exhibited and in 
permanent collections in museums and galleries 
worldwide. He has received numerous awards for 
his humanitarian work and has created exhibits, 
books and multimedia pieces in support of 
non-profit organizations. In 2007, he was named 
by American Photo magazine as one of “10 
Photographers Who Inspire Us” and in 2003 he 
was honored with the Lucie Humanitarian Award. 
Phil has hosted three television documentaries 
for Discovery and National Geographic channels. 
His current project with CARE USA, Women 
Empowered, introduces some of the extraordinary 
women in the developing world who are breaking 
through gender barriers and conventions to 
enhance their own well-being and that of their 
communities. A Seattle resident, Phil is the 
founder of Bridges to Understanding, an online 
classroom program that interconnects students 
from around the world, to explore environmental 

and social issues through digital storytelling. 
He is also co-founder of Blue Earth Alliance, 
an organization that sponsors photographic 
projects emphasizing endangered cultures and 
threatened environments. 

Joel Sartore
Grounded: A 
Reflection on the 
Use of Life and 
Land
When Joel Sartore’s 
wife Kathy was 
diagnosed with 
breast cancer, this National Geographic 
photographer, who had traveled the world for 
18 years, knew it was time to stay home. Joel 
candidly recounts his career photographing 
everything from flesh-eating pigs to beer-
drinking, mountain-running firefighters, and 
shares how his wife’s illness made him stop and 
think. During the course of Kathy’s treatment, 
Joel started a new project that would keep 
him closer to home: documenting the planet’s 
disappearing biodiversity through nearby zoos. 
The time he spent “grounded” triggered in Joel a 
reconnection with family and with the reason he 
takes pictures in the first place—to show people 
that wild places and Earth’s creatures need and 
deserve protection.
A lifelong Nebraskan, Joel Sartore brings a 
sense of humor and a Midwestern work ethic 
to all of his assignments. More than 20 years 
of experience, including more than 15 with the 
National Geographic Society, have allowed him 
to cover everything from the remote Amazon 
rain forest to the aftermath of Hurricane 
Andrew. Joel has also shot for Life, Newsweek, 
Sports Illustrated and Time, and contributed to 
numerous book projects. He has authored several 
books of his own, including Photographing 
Your Family, Face to Face with Grizzlies, and 
Nebraska: Under a Big Red Sky. Joel and his work

From the moment he was born, Carson Clark, 
now 10, has literally seen and experienced nature 
through a child’s eye. An award-winning nature

show how we can all enjoy nature photography even more. Carson will also tell how he 
and his dad developed the storyline for his first book, The Adventures of Buddy Beaver. 
The proud father of Carson, Jim Clark is a contributing editor for Outdoor Photographer 
magazine. The author and photographer of three books, Jim was a major contributor to 
the recently released Ultimate Guide to Digital Nature Photography. Jim is a past NANPA 
president and has been an active member of NANPA since its inception. 
The youngest member of NANPA, Carson Clark has been photographing since he was 
three years old. At age six, he became the youngest winner in Nature’s Best Photography’s 
Windland Smith Rice International Awards, and at age nine he won first place in the 
Washington Post Youth Photography Contest. Carson’s first book, The Adventures of Buddy 
Beaver, is scheduled for release in early 2010.

Arts, Pictures of the Year International and 
other venues, and is one of the University of 
Nebraska’s Distinguished Alumni.

Staffan 
Widstrand
Wild Wonders of 
Europe: Unseen, 
Unexpected, 
Unforgettable
Europe is a whole lot 
more than just cities, old castles and highways. 
But the amazingly rich natural heritage of 
this continent is still very little known, even 
among many Europeans. Nature photographers 
Staffan Widstrand, Florian Möllers and Peter 
Cairns set out to change all that. They initiated 
Wild Wonders of Europe to show the natural 
heritage of their continent to the 700 million 
Europeans and the world. They selected 66 of 
the continent’s finest nature photographers and 
sent them on 112 assignments to every one of 
Europe’s 48 countries, from the tiny Vatican 
State to the huge Russian Federation. This may 
be the largest nature photography project ever, 
and Staffan will show what it’s all about and 
how the resulting collection is being used, such 
as a book, a touring outdoor exhibition, and a 
website, www.wild-wonders.com. 
Swedish photographer Staffan Widstrand is 
a founder and the managing director of Wild 
Wonders of Europe. His images are published 
worldwide and he is author and photographer 
of nine books, three of which were awarded 
Panda Book of the Year by WWF Sweden. His 
work has been exhibited in 11 countries and 
he has received multiple awards in the Wildlife 
Photographer of the Year competition. He was 
named Nature Photographer of the Year in his 
home country. Staffan is a founding member 
of the International League of Conservation 
Photographers (ILCP) and the Swedish 
Ecotourism Association. He is fluent in seven 
languages and can communicate in seven more.

Photographer’s Toolbox for Photoshop
Lewis Kemper

Full-Day Workshop (Lunch on your own)
Just as a carpenter 
decides which tools 
are necessary to 
build a house, a 
photographer needs 
to know which tools 
in Photoshop will 
accomplish the 
intended result. 
Photographers 
have different needs than graphic artists or 
web designers do. This special, all-day session 
will approach Photoshop from a photographer’s 
perspective, not that of a designer or computer 
geek.
Photoshop is one of the most complex and 
powerful image editing programs available. 
Learning how to harness the power of 
Photoshop in the areas that are essential for the 
photographer is a challenge. Lewis Kemper will 
take you beyond the basics and into the deep. He 
will discuss topics in photo terms and make this 
as painless as possible!
The workshop isn’t for beginners. You need 
to know the basics—where the menus are, 
where your tools are, how to create layers and 
adjustment layers. If you feel you are comfortable 
with 15% to 25% of what Photoshop has to offer, 
then this workshop will expand your knowledge 
into the remaining portions that are useful 
to photographers, educators, lab technicians 
and artists. Lewis will introduce concepts that 
will make Photoshop less daunting and more 
intuitive.
Lewis will teach you how to use Bridge and 
Camera Raw. He will show you how to unleash 
the power of curves and HDR imaging. Learn how 

to use the history palette for more than “undos.” 
Learn sophisticated sharpening techniques, 
advanced spotting techniques, and the power of 
adjustment layers. Learn how to selectively apply 
filters, color corrections and contrast controls—
all without making time-consuming selections. 
He will cover layer masks, channel masks and 
techniques to control depth of field and how 
to get the greatest dynamic range from your 
images. Production features such as keyboard 
shortcuts, creating actions for repetitive tasks, 
and determining a workflow for each individual’s 
needs will also be addressed.

The workshop is for those who want to delve 
deeper into the specific tools of Photoshop that 
will help produce better images.

Instructor
Lewis Kemper has been photographing the 
natural beauty of North America and its 
parklands for more than 30 years. His work 
has been published in magazines, books and 
calendars worldwide. He received a BA in 
Fine Art Photography from George Washington 
University in 1976 and then moved to Yosemite 
National Park, where he lived for 11 years. From 
1978 until 1980, he worked at the Ansel Adams 
Gallery. Working at the gallery gave him the 
opportunity to meet, observe and learn from 
some of the greatest photographers of our time. 
His images are in many private collections as 
well as in the permanent collections of the 
Baltimore Museum of Art and Kaiser Permanente. 
He teaches photography for many organizations 
and he produces the acclaimed Photoshop 
training DVD, The Photographer’s Toolbox for 
Photoshop.

Garth Lenz is a visual storyteller whose photos have appeared in numerous international 
publications. He has given presentations to government and public organizations, including 
the European Parliament, Canadian Senate, major corporations and business leaders and 
environmental organizations. His recent images from the boreal region of Canada have helped 
lead to significant policy victories and large new protected areas in the Northwest Territories, 
Québec and Ontario.

Piotr Naskrecki
Photographing the Sixth Extinction
With a Ph.D. in Entomology, Piotr Naskrecki conducts research on insect evolution and behavior 
at the Museum of Comparative Zoology at Harvard University. His projects include a campaign 
to create a new national park in Ghana, the IUCN Red List assessment of African grasshoppers 
and their relatives, and a monographic overview of Costa Rican katydids. Piotr’s photography 
is integral to his work as a conservationist. His photos and articles have appeared in many 
international magazines and his book The Smaller Majority illustrated the multitude of threats 
faced by invertebrate animals. His next book will explore relict organisms and environments, their 
role in conservation, and adaptations that allowed them to survive. Piotr is an ILCP Fellow. His 
website is www.insectphotography.com.
Piotr uses stunning images and stories from the field to document the evidence that our planet 
is experiencing a massive extinction event, paralleled only by the five cataclysmic extinctions 
that wiped out millions of lineages in the Paleozoic and Mesozoic eras. The majority of extinctions 
take place among the largely unnoticed, underappreciated organisms, such as insects, mollusks 
or small plants. We probably cannot save them all, though the attempt is worth making. Nature 
photographers can play a major role in educating the public about this disappearing heritage, 
including helping change the general attitude toward “creepy-crawlies.” We should partner with 
conservation and scientific communities in documenting and publicizing these extraordinarily 
beautiful and ecologically indispensable organisms.

Nestled between the Sierra Nevada and the Great Basin, Reno may be known for its casinos and shows, 
but step outside and nature is everywhere, beckoning to photographers.  The Truckee River, Lake Tahoe’s 
only outlet, runs thru Reno and Sparks and provides rock, water and perhaps ice formations for creative 
image-making.
Just west of Reno is the Humboldt-Toiyobe National Forest, which includes Mount Rose, 10,776 feet high 
and visible from Reno.  Humboldt-Toiyabe’s 6.3 million acres makes it the largest national forest in 
the lower 48 states.  Included within it are many ski areas and trails, and the 30,000-acre Mount Rose 
Wilderness.
Pyramid Lake, named for a large stone pyramid in the lake, is north of Reno and part of Pyramid Lake 
Paiute Tribe Reservation. It also offers tufa mounds and a shoreline rock formation called Stone Mother, 
which resembles a Native American woman holding a basket.  Pelicans, loons and grebes are some of 
the birdlife at the lake. 
For more birds, photographers head for Stillwater National Wildlife Refuge, 70 miles east of Reno.  
Listed as a Globally Important Bird Area by the American Bird Conservancy, these rich and diverse 
wetlands attract more than a quarter million waterfowl, including tundra swans, as well as more than 
20,000 other water birds such as white pelicans, cormorants and white-faced ibis.  A few miles south, 
Carson Lake is home to shovelers, teals, redheads and canvasbacks.  Washoe Lake, south of Reno, may 
have pelicans, tundra swans and great blue and night herons.
The Boca and Stampede Reservoirs, about 30 miles west of Reno on I-80 near Truckee, California, have 
many migratory bald eagles along with resident populations.
South of Reno is an area called Virginia Highlands, home to many wild horses.  For a different kind of 
photography, check out famous and historic Virginia City nearby.  
And of course there is Lake Tahoe. For spectacular scenery, take its circular drive, named a National 
Scenic Byway, and see it from all angles.
